Wednesday, 12/5: Grades K, 1B, 3A & 3B, and 4A
Thursday, 12/6: Grades 5, 6, and 7
Friday, 12/7: Open in a.m. for any last minute purchases/absentees

(Afternoon and evening hours for parents-see info. below)
Your child will shop and select books for purchase. Here are the options for payment:

1. On the day of the Book Fair, you may send money (cash or check made payable to Good
Shepherd Academy) to school with your child in an envelope marked “Book Fair.” Most
books are in the $5.00 - $8.00 range. (Please note that posters, pencils and bookmarks, etc.
will also be available for sale.) If you send a blank check, please write a “do not exceed”
amount in the note area.

2. If you don’t want to send your child in with cash or a check, there is a NEW digital
payment option for students: eWallet! Now your child can shop the Fair cash-free! Visit
our Book Fair Homepage at http:/ /www.scholastic.com/bf/goodshepherdacad to learn
more and to create an account and add funds. (There is no added fee for using this eWallet
option.)

3. Your child attends the Book Fair, and completes a “wish list” of items he or she would like
to purchase. This will be sent home for your review and may be returned with payment
during the week. This is the preferred method with younger children. (All wish lists with
payment must be returned by Friday, December 7.)

**Please note that every child who makes a purchase at the Book Fair will automatically be
entered in a drawing to win one book (with a value up to $7.99). Ten names will be drawn
on Friday morning, December 7. At that time, the winners will select a book directly from the
Book Fair.
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Parents are welcome to visit the Book Fair on Friday, December 7th in the afternoon and

evening before or after you visit with your child’s teachers for Report Card Conferences.

(Before you visit the Book Fair, you can even download the Book Fairs app to help you find the
right books for your child. For more information, visit: scholastic.com/apps/bookfairs.) Come

browse and find books that can help your child stay connected with reading. While you are

there, please consider donating a book to your child’s classroom library or the school library in
your child’s name. Your donation will be permanently noted in the book. The teachers’” “Wish
Lists” will be on display for anyone interested in helping our teachers add more books to their
classroom library shelves to reinforce positive learning environments and provide all students

with greater access to books.
